What is a Shelter?

A safer place than the streets, shelters are temporary and usually free places for homeless individuals and families to reside while they seek other permanent housing or supportive services. Most shelters are open all year and are on bus routes. Though there are numerous shelters, beds are scarce so you may have difficulty finding a space. Beds become available around 7 or 7:30 a.m. each day and many are taken immediately. You may call the shelters directly or wait until 9 a.m. to call the Task Force for the Homeless. The Task Force for Homeless oversees homeless service providers and monitors available space in shelters on a daily basis. 

Shelters for Women and Women with Children tend to not accept male children over 13 years of age.
